Advocate talking points…Fall 2009

Dear Amigo Advocate,

As you prepare to give a brief announcement or moment in mission for your church to encourage persons to consider participation in the Friends of Amigo Association, please know that the best things to say are what come out of your own experiences. Please utilize the points below as you need, and speak from your own heart and passion for the ministry of Amigo.
Talking Points:

1. Introduce yourself and the advocacy role you have on behalf our conference camp & retreat center: Amigo Centre

2. Highlight your role of keeping the congregation in touch with programs of Amigo, and mention your own personal connection to camp.
3. Mention the various ministries of Amigo Centre:  Programs like Summer camp; Winter Youth Retreats; Scrapbooking & Quilting retreats; IN-MI Women’s Retreat; Pastoral Leadership Retreat, Outdoor Environmental Education programs for private and public schools; Amigo Park (RV & Tent camping); & Mirror Valley Retreat; and many church retreats, family reunions, etc…

4. Mention Amigo’s mission statement:  “To facilitate the ministry of the church, encouraging commitment to Jesus Christ and assist people of all ages to become the persons God desires.”
5. If using PowerPoint, please have the slide put up as you introduce the Friends of Amigo Association… You might begin with these points:
a. “Today you received in your (mailbox, etc) a Friends of Amigo brochure from Amigo Centre.” [hold up the brochure].

b. The association is designed to empower the ministry of Amigo now and in the future.

c. In today’s economic climate it’s important to have better tools to plan, Friends of Amigo helps camp plan more effectively, knowing a minimum amount donations for operations will come in throughout the year.
d. Highlight the how it works section of the brochure – no amount to small or too large – welcome to give in a way that best suits you, monthly-annually.

e. Invite them to prayerfully how they might be part of the ongoing outreach and ministry of Amigo Centre…

f. Good to close with a brief story of how you or someone you know has been impacted by Amigo’s ministry, and thank them for all of the church’s support of Amigo.
